FROM THE PASTOR
Having been at St. Andrew Church for over a month
now, I have been impressed by all the ministry that 
takes place and goes out from here: the

commitment and competence of our staff and lay
leadership; the careful planning that is invested in
worship and music, as well as the spirit and
enthusiasm of the congregation gathered for
worship; youth ministry and Christian education; and
your commitment to serving others in many different
ways.  As good and essential as all those
ingredients are in our life and ministry, when I ask
people what brought them and keeps them at St.
Andrew, I usually hear something else mentioned,
community.  The sense of being meaningfully
connected with one another seems to be at the
heart of this parish.  I see that demonstrated by: 1)
the email  reports of the Home Eucharistic Ministers
after they have made their visits; 2) guests at
worship who tell me how they were made to feel
welcome at church - and then were pleasantly
surprised when a Welcome Visitor made a personal
visit to their home after church; 3) the readiness of
our members with medical vocations to respond to
an emergency when someone in our gathering is in
distress; and 4) the Shepherd Flock leaders’
commitment to staying in regular contact with the
members of their flock, providing care and support.

When we hear the term “pastoral care,” we may
think that it refers to the care provided to others by a
pastor.  But you don’t have to be a pastor to provide
pastoral care, you just have to be pastoral:  attuned
and able to respond to the needs of those around
you.  That’s what life in community is about.  A
neighbor of mine in Tupelo once told me, “You can
buy a house, but you can’t buy a neighborhood.”  In
other words, you can’t buy community.  I trust that
there are times when, by the grace of God,
community just happens.  But more often than not,
when community happens, it happens because
people have been intentional about nurturing and
supporting its development.

It will be important for us to continue to be
intentional about nurturing community as we grow:
supporting existing programs as well as exploring
new means of encouraging meaningful connection
among ourselves.  We are people who have
answered Christ’s call to follow him, so we
recognize that our community is founded upon the
love and care God has shown us in Christ.  Since
the church as a community was formed by Jesus
and is nurtured and renewed principally in worship,
one of the greatest gifts we can give one another is
our presence and participation at Sunday worship. 
Thank you for all that you do to build community at
Saint Andrew and to serve others in your daily life.

While we are talking about food and summer, I want
to take a few minutes to remind you about food
safety.  According to the Federal Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention:  

• Foodborne illnesses affect about 76 million
Americans each year. 

• Most cases start in private homes. 
• About 477 cases a year from 1990 – 1995

were linked to churches. 
• Many cases are mild and cause symptoms

for a day or two.
• Severe cases send about 325,000 people to

the hospital each year. 

• About 5,000 deaths each
year are related to food-
borne diseases. 

• Severe cases tend to affect
people who are very young,
very old or who have an 
illness that reduces their
immunity. 

• Healthy people can get severely ill if exposed
to a very high dose of an organism. 

The top food preparation practice leading to food-
born disease is holding food at an improper
temperature.

To keep foods safe when preparing and serving,
consider four simple words stressed by the U.S.
Department of Agriculture:

Clean -  Wash hands and surfaces often
Separate  - Separate raw vegetable and
meat preparation areas  
Cook - Cook to proper temperatures
Chill  - Refrigerate promptly

Don’t forget the two-hour rule – Foods should
not sit at room temperature for more than two
hours.  Be safe and enjoy summer!

The gospel book is a sign of Christ present
in the liturgy and may be placed in the center of the
altar prior to the Meal, symbolizing the gospel’s
centrality in the church’s life and worship.  Down
through the centuries, gospel books have been
elaborately decorated works of art and
craftsmanship.  The cover for ours is made in the
ancient Eastern Orthodox style.  It has a hand
chased (a method in which designs are drawn in
metal by using a small pointed tool and a small
mallet) figure of Christ the Teacher surrounded by
the four Evangelists, depicted by their traditional
symbols.  Carried in procession, the gospel book
gives a visual focus to the Word proclaimed in the
midst of God’s people.  The Gospel Book at St.
Andrew was dedicated to the Glory of God on May
25, 2008 at the 8:30 am worship service.

ST. ANDREW BUILDING NEWS
On May 6, the Building Committee met with Dennis
Milnar, of Milnar Organ Company for the purpose of
reviewing a contract with their company to repair,
recondition and install the Aeolian-Skinner Pipe
Organ, Opus 1511 in the new church.  Darryl Miller
presented a power point presentation of the various
stages of the organ removal in Kalamazoo, MI and
all the components of the organ.  Dennis explained
the repairs and installation techniques that will be
used with the various parts of the organ.  The
contract to have Milnar Organ Company repair,
improve and install the pipe organ was approved by
the committee.  The organ restoration will begin this
summer.  Installation will occur after the new
sanctuary is ready to move in and will take
approximately two months to install and re-voice the
organ. 

On May 13, the plans for Phase I of our new church
were submitted to the City of Franklin. The
committee and building partners will receive
comments back from the city at the end of May.  At
this point, we will meet together to address any
concerns or issues given to us from the city in order
to prepare for the City Planning Meeting on June 26. 

Staff members from St. Andrew, our building
partners and members from the Building Committee
met with Scott Riedel and Rupert Murray, our
contracted Acoustician and Sound Consultants on
May 13.  A proposed sound system and all the
components as well as location of the system were
discussed.  An acoustic presentation was given as
well, outlining the goals of excellent sound in the
new sanctuary and how we will achieve this through
use of materials and placement of such. 
Recommendations will be given to the architects to
include in our construction documents. 

We are slowly moving closer to ground breaking,
which we hope will take place the end of July or first
part of August.  The deciding factor for this will
depend on the approval of our plans by the City of
Franklin in June.  These are exciting times at St.
Andrew as we near the start of construction.  Stay
tuned....

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NEWS FROM TRINITY/HOPE
Dear Friends, 
The demonstrations, rioting and violence has
at least temporarily ended and things are
more normal in Haiti.  All our schools are in
session every day and our people are having
no trouble buying food, transporting it and
visiting the schools to monitor and supervise
the programs.  While the price of rice has
come down about 20% from its very highest price,
corn has taken a comparable increase in the same
time span.  I thought you might like to see some of
the comments which were in the monthly reports
that we received in May. 

From Jean Philippe Paul, the feeding program
director in the area around Gonaives where we feed
the children in 12 schools:
"This month was one of the difficult months of
these years for Haiti, maybe the most difficult.
God was there to take [care] of his children
through Trinity/HOPE Feeding Program.  Our
students are still smiley even though every one
talks about hunger."  

Jacques Louissaint said, "Thank you for your
support.  Many parents and children sent a
Thanks special for you and all supporters of
Trinity/HOPE because the situation in Haiti is
very bad [the] last two months ago." 

Lophane Laurent, our supervisor/manager wrote:
"I thank you in the name of the Haitian people
especially of the children for your big efforts
and hard work you [are] doing to help the
children, the cooks, the principals and the
teachers to find a bowl of rice and beans each
school day.  That's a blessing because without
your help, they couldn't find them.  The month of
April was a terrible month for us in Haiti.  The
products are very high, the parents couldn't buy
nothing to cook for their families, so grace of
Trinity/HOPE our children didn't stay without
take something, that the reason why, we keep
you always in our prayers, we cannot forget
your help!"  

These men and others work hard every today to see
that our programs are run properly.  Jacques has to
walk twice each month to three schools to which the
roads are so poor that he often cannot find a ride
and has to walk.  One way to one of these schools
is 5 hours. 

Jean Philippe has only one school to which he must
walk but it is three miles up a mountain after the
road ends. (Food has to be carried up the same trail

either by humans or on the backs of animals.)  He
has three other schools that require a
ride in a tap tap (usually the back of an
open pick-up) for at least three hours
each way.  He carries a handkerchief to
wrap around his face to keep from having
to breathe all the dust stirred up on the
terribly bumpy roads by his and other
vehicles. 

When Lophane travels to each district, he
goes to the schools with the feeding program
director.  He writes of the children coming to meet
them singing songs and happy that the supervisor
from Trinity/HOPE is visiting their school. 

I do not want to make these and the other feeding
program directors sound like super humans with no
faults.  They make mistakes and their supervisor
works with them to improve.  But these men have a
very hard job and while we pay them a very fair
salary (starting full time is $200 per month) life is
hard for them and their families.  They appreciate
these jobs that allow them to provide for their
families.  However, I think they really get the most
joy from doing their jobs well and is what enables
the children in our schools to eat each day.  

Last August at our workshop we challenged them to
get our suppliers and vendors to partner (a new
concept in the Haitian culture) with us in feeding the
children.  They’ve done a very good job of this and
have made a lot of progress.  They have some of
our vendors giving discounts, paying transportation
costs to our storage depots as well as having
parents and business people allowing them to use
their internet and copiers free.  One pastor at a
church and school which we do not yet feed
provides the transportation of the food to our depot
with his own vehicle (value abut $45 each month.)
Occasionally they will even will pay some of their
own allowable expenses as a gift to the programs.
(This just tugs at my heart. I really want to send
them reimbursement, but I don’t because I realize
that this is a special gift from them; thinking of the
blessing of the "widows mite," and so I thank them
as we would any other donor.) Their efforts in doing
all of these things saves our programs about $200
each month, enough to feed 40 children. 

Please keep these men and all our Christian
brothers and sisters in Haiti in your prayers as they
go through a very difficult time. Thanks to God, to
them and to you for feeding and feeding these
children.

Ever
increasing fuel prices, record numbers of home
foreclosures, constant reminders of a weak
dollar and a struggling stock market are enough
factors to put just about anyone into a financial
coma.   At least once every week we hear yet
another economic expert speak about the
‘inevitable recession’ that our economy will soon
be faced with.  Our country has managed to stay
out of this predicted recession for nearly a year
now, yet the news and outlook never seem to
get any brighter.
